The original reasoning for this amendment was wefllained in the covering report
to P.42/2015.

The Minister for Treasury and Resources, suppdsiethe Council of Ministers, is
prepared to accept the following parts of the Crafm Services Scrutiny Panel’s
(“the Panel”) proposed amendment to P.42/2015 —

» the amendment relates only to the 2016 — 2019 Medierm Financial Plan
(MTFP) and not to any future MTFPs;

e any draft “addition” to an MTFP will be lodged fdhe same period as
required for the MTFP, i.e. a minimum 12 week p&rio

However, the Minister is unable to support the slgiat forward by the Corporate
Services Scrutiny Panel by which draft additionthedsMTFP will be lodged.

The Panel are proposing that the Council of Mimgstenly bring forward an
“addition” to the MTFP containing details of 201&phrtmental allocations by
30th April 2016.

However, the Minister for Treasury and Resourcemperted by the Council of
Ministers, is proposing that the relevant “additida the MTFP will be lodged by
30th June 2016 and will include details for theeang 2017 — 2019.

This view is consistent with the view expressethm original report on P.42/2015, in
which the Council of Ministers indicated their inteo bring forward proposals for
2017, 2018 and 2019 departmental spending limidaiip 2016 to provide certainty to
departments for future years at the earliest oppiyt The Treasury and Resources
Minister is content that all this information witle available for lodging with the
States by end of June 2016.

The Council of Ministers does not wish “additionie’the 2016 — 2019 Medium Term
Financial Plan to be brought forward on a piecerbeals — the Council is extremely
keen that the original concept of the medium temmarfcial planning process is
maintained as far as possible, thereby ensurinigttieaoverarching framework of the
MTFP, to provide greater control of States spendimigilst providing certainty for
departments, with the setting of minimum annualagepental spending limits for
each year of the MTFP, is paramount.

The Council of Ministers will be required to mak#fidult decisions on significant
levels of efficiencies, savings and reductionsdrviges and benefits, which will take
some time to develop and implement before theyncake detailed recommendations
to the States — an effective date of 30th June 20ll@&nable the Council to complete
this task.
