the Greffier to initiate an immediate roll call with members being required to 
indicate their presence using the electronic voting system; 
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  (ii) if at the conclusion of this electronic roll call the States remained inquorate, the 
procedures that currently applied in Standing Order 55(1) when the States were 
inquorate at the start of a meeting should be applied, namely the presiding 
officer should – 

 
   (a) suspend the meeting to a specified time (which may be a time on a 

continuation day), or 
 
   (b) close the meeting; 
 
  (iii) if the meeting was suspended the Greffier should, at the specified time, call the 

roll again and, if when the roll had been called again the States remained 
inquorate, the presiding officer should close the meeting; 

 
 (b) to request the Privileges and Procedures Committee to bring forward for approval the 

necessary amendments to Standing Orders to give effect to the decision.
