Common Strategic Policy P.98/2022

THE STATES, commencing consideration of a proposition of the Council of Ministers entitled
‘Common Strategic Policy’ (P.98/2022), commenced consideration of an amendment of the Connétable
of St. Helier (P.98/2022 Amd.) and, adopting an amendment of the Council of Ministers
(P.98/2022 Amd.Amd.), agreed that —

in Part 1, sub-paragraph (i), for the words “and natural” there should be substituted the words *,
rural and marine”;

in Part 2, for the words to be inserted, there should be substituted the following words —

“, except that on page 6 of the report in the “A commitment to partnership” section, after the
words “with the” there should be inserted the words “Parishes,”;

in Part 3, for the words “amenity space” there should be substituted the words “open space”; and

in Part 6, sub-paragraph (i), for the new paragraph to be inserted, there should be substituted the
following paragraph —

“By working together with the Parishes, we will provide safe, and where achievable segregated,
routes for walkers and cyclists by reallocating road space around the Island and within the

Town area to encourage active travel.”
