“Following CT Plus’ confirmation that current employees of Connex will be required to attend an
interview prior to their transfer, what steps, if any, has the Minister taken to deliver the
assurances he gave to members on 12th June 2012, that he would use his ‘best endeavours to
transfer all staff to the new company’ and will the transfer of staff and their terms and conditions
follow TUPE principles?”

“Would the Minister advise the Assembly of the details of the loan that has been agreed for the
Parish of Trinity in order for the parish to provide ‘affordable’ homes?”

“Is the Chairman planning to pursue an investigation by Scrutiny into the establishment of a
media ombudsman?”

“What action, if any, will the Council of Ministers take to ensure that the transfer of Connex
employees to the new bus service provider CT Plus conforms with the principles expressed in the
States Employment Board’s comments on P.60/2012 (Transfer of Undertakings Protection of
Employment (TUPE) Legislation) that a key aspect of any transfer should require the
safeguarding of employment rights?”
