REPORT

The Draft EU Legislation (Aquatic Animal Health) (Amendment) (Jersey)
Regulations 201- (the “draft Regulations”), if adopted, will amend the EU Legislation
(Agquatic Animal Health) (Jersey) Regulations 2016 (the “2016 Regulations™). The
draft Regulations add 9 EU Regulations, which all relate to food or feed (the “EU food
provisions”), to the list of EU Decisions and Regulations that are defined in the
2016 Regulations as “relevant EU instruments”. The EU food provisions are, however,
added only to the extent that they relate to an aquaculture animal. The main result of
the amendments is that the EU food provisions have effect in Jersey in relation to
aquaculture animals under Regulation 2 of the 2016 Regulations. Until the repeal of
the European Union (Jersey) Law 1973 (the “1973 Law”) is brought into force, the
EU food provisions will have that effect under the 2016 Regulations to any extent that
the 1973 Law does not already give them effect. After the repeal of the 1973 Law, the
EU food provisions will continue to have effect under the 2016 Regulations.

The other effects of the draft Regulations are as follows. The Minister for the
Environment is the competent authority, under Regulation 2 of the 2016 Regulations,
in relation to the EU food provisions as they apply to aquaculture animals. That
Minister can revoke an authorization under Regulation 9 of the 2016 Regulations for
failure to comply with the EU food provisions in relation to aquaculture animals. The
enforcement powers and offences under Regulations 31 to 35 of the 2016 Regulations
apply to the EU food provisions in relation to aquaculture animals, as does the power
in Regulation 38 of the 2016 Regulations to prescribe fees.

The Regulations would come into force 14 days after adoption by the States.
Financial and manpower implications

EXPLANATORY NOTE

The Draft EU Legislation (Aquatic Animal Health) (Amendment) (Jersey)
Regulations 201- if passed will amend the EU Legislation (Aquatic Animal Health)
(Jersey) Regulations 2016 (the “2016 Regulations™).

This draft adds 9 EU Regulations, which all relate to food or feed (the “EU food
provisions™), to the list of EU Decisions and Regulations that are defined in the
2016 Regulations as “relevant EU instruments”. But the EU food provisions are added
only to the extent that they relate to an aquaculture animal.

The main result of the amendments is that the EU food provisions have effect in
Jersey in relation to aquaculture animals under Regulation 2 of the 2016 Regulations.
Until the repeal of the European Union (Jersey) Law 1973 is brought into force, the
EU food provisions will have that effect under the 2016 Regulations to any extent that
that Law does not already give them effect.

The other results of the amendments are as follows. The Minister for the Environment
is the competent authority, under Regulation 2 of the 2016 Regulations, in relation to
the EU food provisions as they apply to aquaculture animals.

1 Amendment of EU Legislation (Aquatic Animal Health) (Jersey)
Regulations 2016

(1) In Regulation 1(1) of the EU Legislation (Aquatic Animal Health)
(Jersey) Regulations 20162, for sub-paragraph (¢) of the definition
“relevant EU instrument” there is substituted —

“(e) an EU instrument listed in paragraph (1A), to the extent that
that EU instrument relates to an aquaculture animal.”.

(2) In Regulation1 of those Regulations, after paragraph (1), there is
inserted —

“(1A) The EU instruments referred to in sub-paragraph (¢) of the
definition “relevant EU instrument” in paragraph (1) are —
