Question
Will the Chair provide the Assembly with information about the amount of extended time taken off for

sickness by States of Jersey employees where the absences are either due to mental health reasons or due
to reasons explicitly related to employees’ work (such as exhaustion or their work conditions)?

Answer

So far in 2019, up until 5 November, there have been a total of 104 employees, with a total of 4,937 days,
who have been off for 20 days or more, for a variety of ailments that may or may not include mental health
reasons or work-related absences.

We currently do not collect information in such a way that allow us to interrogate absences in the way the
question asks.
